Jasenovac – «the Auschwitz of the Balkans» 

Norway as an outpost of the genocide of the Serbs in the Second World War 

Knut Flovik Thoresen (MA hist.) 

Summary: During World War II, more than 4,000 boys and men were sent to Norway 
from Yugoslavia as slave laborers. They lived in terrible conditions, and 2398 of them 
died in Norway. Many of these prisoners were Serbs from Croatia who came here via 
Jasenovac. The labor camps in Norway can therefore be seen as an outpost of this 
genocide.  

My main focus in this short talk will be Norway as an outpost of the genocide of the Serbs 
from the territory of the so-called Independent State of Croatia. I think it is important and 
correct to say that my short lecture must be seen as an extension of Dr. Greif's lecture on 
Jasenovac "the Auschwitz of the Balkans" since I, as a Norwegian historian who has worked 
with the topic, would like to see an increased awareness about this among my fellow 
historians here in Norway. 

During World War II, more than 4,000 boys and men were sent from former Yugoslavia to 
Norway as slave laborers. The German occupation forces wanted to expand roads, railways 
and other infrastructure in northern Norway to secure the supply lines to the northern front 
against Russia. These prisoners, who were sent here as slave laborers, lived in inhumane 
conditions, and 2398 of them lost their lives. Whether a prisoner survived or died varied 
depending on which camp he was sent to. 82.5% of the prisoners who died, did so in the 
autumn and winter of 1942-43. 

There were 5 camps in which the conditions were especially cruel and death rates high. These 
were the camps run by the SS, for which the commanders were recruited from the German 
concentration camp system. In addition to the killings committed by the guards, it was hunger, 
disease and very harsh climatic conditions that led to high death rates. In the Karasjokk camp, 
the one furthest north, only a quarter of the prisoners survived the winter of 1942-43.  

In the summer of 1942, 900 prisoners from Yugoslavia arrived at the small village of 
Beisfjord outside Narvik. From June to September, 748 of these prisoners had died, which is a 
death rate of 83.5%. On 18 July 1942, 288 prisoners were shot or burned inside the barracks 
by the guards. This was the single largest massacre on Norwegian soil during World War II. 

The lists of those who survived can be found in the Norwegian state archives, and of those 
who died in the Norwegian war grave service. In total, there are 4050 names on them. I have 
gone through these lists, the names, and the places the prisoners were from, and I have found 
that 93% of the prisoners were ethnic Serbs, while the remaining 7% belonged to other 
nationalities in the former Yugoslavia. These findings are in accordance with previous 
research done by the University in Belgrade. 



There is no doubt that the vast majority of the prisoners were ethnic Serbs. The empirical data 
speaks for itself. In the past, attempts have been made to cover up Norway's role and use this piece 
of history for political aims. Such attempts highlight the importance of thorough and empirical 
history research done by professional historians, such as the one done by the Narvik centre.  

The reason why over 90% of the prisoners who came to Norway were Serbs is twofold:  

1. the uprising was the largest in Serbia and the resistance struggle was initiated by the Serbs.  

2.the Ustasha's genocide policy against the Serbs. 

A little more than half of the prisoners who were sent to Norway from Yugoslavia were Serbs 
from Serbia. The majority of these were people who had resisted against the German 
occupation forces, the people who supported the communist resistance movement (the 
partisans) and the royalist resistance movement (the Cetniks). Some of the prisoners from 
Serbia were hostages or belonged to some other categories. 

The majority of the prisoners that came from so-called Independent State of Croatia, were 
Krajina Serbs that had been arrested just because they were Serbs. While their remaining 
family members were massacred by the Ustasha in Jasenovac, men between 14 and 60, who 
were found fit to work, were sorted out and sent to Norway as slave labourers. This was done 
as a barter trade between the German occupation forces and the Ustasha regime. For these 
prisoners, Norway became the last outpost in the genocide committed by the Ustasha.  

This can be exemplified. For instance, the Ustasha entered the village of Jablanac in Lika on 
the night of April 14, 1942. The village was burned, and the elderly, women and children 
were killed in Jasenovac and Stara Gradiska, while the men were sent on to Norway. 113 of 
Jablanac's men are buried in Norway.  

On April 18th, 1942, the Ustasha carried out an operation against the Serbian population in the 
Kordun district. The Serbian villages in the area were wiped out, and the population was taken 
to Jasenovac where women and children were murdered, while many of the men were sent to 
Norway. 219 of the Serbian men from Kordun died in Norway.  

The Serbian inhabitants in the village of Jasenovac and the nearby villages were arrested by 
the Ustasha on the 8th of May 1942, and 64 of Jasenovac's men are buried in Norway.  

The examples are numerous. 

Some of the Serbs that were sent to Norway were children as young as 14 years old. Most of 
these children came from Kordun and Banija, and were arrested by the Ustasha and sent to 
Jasenovac before being shipped off to Norway.   

One of them was Milovoje Pajic from Vojnic in Kordun. He was only 14 years old when he 
arrived in Norway and survived the worst conditions in the Beisfjord camp. Milovoje died in 
the Rotvoll camp outside Trondheim in 1944. I wonder if we will set a "stumbling stone", or a 
snublestein as it is called in Norwegian, to honor the memory of Milovoje and the other 
children who were sent to the concentration camps in Norway to die just because they were 
Serbian boys. 



After World War II and up to 1989, the story of the prisoners was used to promote 
Norwegian-Yugoslav relations, to substantiate the myth of the Yugoslav partisan war, and to 
support the idea of the socialist Yugoslav state that existed between 1945 and 1991. The 
prisoners were presented as partisans and Yugoslavs. Of course, some of the prisoners were 
partisan, and some were of nationalities other than Serbian. However, by making all the 
prisoners «partisans», «Tito supporters» and Yugoslavs, the important historical fact that most 
of the prisoners were Serbs, and that many of the Serbian prisoners who came to Norway 
were sent here to die as part of a well-organized state-led genocide, disappears.
